(see the entire regulations at www.jacksonvillewatercolorsociety.org) 

1)   METAL FRAMES ONLY --  GOLD  or  SILVER. Plain with no beading or carving --  no 
 wider  than 2 inches.  

2)  TOTAL SIZE  not  to  exceed  44ò in  any direction, or be less  than 12ò in any  direction. 

3)  MATS are to be white or  off-white  only, single or double. No colored  fillers allowed.  

4)  PLEXIGLASS  only.  No glass allowed.  

5)  Paintings  executed  in  an  aqueous manner  on  PAPER or YUPO. Collage &   
 pastels  cannot  exceed  20 %  of  the  painting. 

6)  Each work must be original and executed with the last 2 (two) years.  Not created in a     
 workshop or class or shown in previous JWS shows. 

 7)  Watercolors, Gouache, Acrylics , Gesso  are  all  aqueous mediums. 

 8) Unvarnished only. 

 9) Wired and wall ready for  hanging.
