John Salminen was bom and raised in St. Paul. Minnesota, earning his Bachelor's Degree and Master's Degree
from the University of Minnesota. He and his wife Kathy, live in a self-built log cabin surrounded by 40 acres of
pina forast in Duluth, Minnesola.

Although he started college as a music major, John became enchanted by the art studio and has taught high
school art for more than 34 years. He is a productive painter who paints six to ten hours a day in a basement stu-
dio. He captures his subjects with his camera. He and Kathy - who is also a teacher and a photographer - dedi-
cate their time to gather material by shooting photos on the streets of cities like New York and Chicago. Apart
from being a watercolor painter, John is also a jazz saxophonist who played in at 16-piece jazz and. Among his
interests and pursued pastimes are harvesting berries and trout fishing.

Salminen has been conducting workshops from California to New York and from Rhode Island to Florida. He en-
joys working with artists at all levels of experience and expertise. His workshops begin with abstraction, encourag-
ing representational painters to experiment with a different style and challenging
experienced abstract painters to explore new possibilities in expressing their
creative voices. The design elements explored through abstraction are then ap-
plied to representational paintings. His workshops include demonstrations, cri-
tigues and lots of individual help. Artists are encouraged to expand upon their
current levels of understanding and become more comfortable applying the prin-
ciples and elements of design to their work.

While perhaps best known for his realistic urban landscapes, John has also
gained recognition for his mixed medium abstract paintings, one of which won
first place in The Artist's Magazine's Art competition in the experimental category
judged by Edward Betis.

John's work has been featured in many national and international magazines,
including American Ariist, Watercolor Magazine, The Artist's Magazine, Water-
color Magic, the British publication The Artist and International Artist and in many
books. He is listed in Who's Who in American Art and in Who's Who in America.
