ñI never considered art as something separate from the rest of my life- 

it's just something I always did. From kindergarten on I had a pencil or 
crayon in my hand, I sculpted in play dough, worked on wood projects,    
knitted , crocheted and embroidered sweaters, mittens, tablecloths and 
later on, got into needlepoint , both   the stitching as well as design,        
until I got my first taste of throwing pots on a wheel ! For the next 20 
years I was addicted to pottery, build my own kilns, made my own glazes 
, started with functional pieces and branched out into handbuilding, 
sculptural work, often combining both in a project. However, when I 
moved      t o Costa Rica I had no access to ready made clay, and had  
to mix and wedge my own. In the process I  wound up with two carpel 
tunnel surgeries, and the doctor said "no more potting " . Well, living 
where I did right by  the ocean , with totally inspiring sceneries all around 
me- I naturally switched to painting ! The     nearest place to get any  
kind of art supplies was an eight hour drive away, San Jose- the capital 
of Costa Rica- over bone   jarring roads. So I started with house paint 
that was left over, painted on ply wood,         cardboard, finally on a type 
of heavy muslin that I could purchase at a local store and had the 
stretcher  frames made by a local carpenter. Paper was out of the ques-
tion- the humidity was so high that everything buckled and warped. One 
day I had a friend visiting from Canada, and she said "YUPO" is the   
answer to   your problems ! She mailed me a stack, and gave me "Cheap 
Joes" address ! After a few disastrous     attempts I  developed a method 
that works wonderfully for me ! There are so many ways to play around 
with it, and  the best part is that if you don't like it- you scrub it off and 
start from scratch ! I love ocean  scenes, but since moving to Jackson-
ville really started getting more into the abstract, great to experiment  
with different textures and all ! Although almost always there is some-
thing that strikes a familiar cord in  almost everyone- you can  let your 
imagination run wild !!  And isn't that what life is all about ?ò
